Città di Castello

Città di Castello is the perfect town to start on  a Renaissance route  in the Upper Tiber Valley, thanks to the several artistic tokens left by Vitelli domination since 15th century. Palaces and churches conserve an evident Tuscan mark, due to the strong relationships between Vitelli and Medici family, lords of Florence. Famous artists such as Signorelli, Raffaello and Rosso Fiorentino enriched Città di Castello with prestigious  works. Also to be visited is the nearby Tuscan Tiber Valley, where Sansepolcro preserves beautiful Piero della Francesca’s works in local Civic Museum. It’s Piero della Francesca’s, too, the very famous “Madonna del Parto”, (example of Marian iconography) in the nearby Monterchi.
